He will have to become an employee for the town. After one year Mr. Dunsmore will be able to get the applicators’ license. COMMENTS:
-Councilperson Allott asked about repair to the Town Hall bell and might be worth getting quotes. The Supervisor explained she is working with Anna Reynolds on grant funding. She would like to get the building on the Historical Registry. The Town Hall offices would have to move while repairs are being done, and the Supervisor is looking into that. 
-Councilperson Allott said that folks have been questioning him about the decline in Verizon Broadband locally. It was explained that they have been working on it. 
-Councilperson Allott asked about the new school sign. The Supervisor said that they have been issued a permit with restrictions regarding the intensity of the light and the hours that it is on which is 6:45 AM-8:00 PM. There is still more discussion to be had regarding this. 
-Councilperson Bailey questioned if there were any updates on the drinking water project and was told they would discuss it in Executive Session at the end of the meeting.

-Supervisor Reusser explained that at the County level she is in a group called NY21-North Country Medicaid.org. They are concerned about the threat of cutting Medicaid and how devastating this would be to our community and are fighting to stop it. There are about 30% of people in our region who are covered by Medicaid in some form. 
-Regarding dog impoundment The Supervisor is on a county task force along with the Sheriffs Dept., North Country SPCA and others. They are working on regional responses to seizures, dangerous dogs, puppy mills etc. As a response to this, the Supervisor has offered to have a prefab 3 unit structure to house dogs, that will be paid for by Essex County. Some of the other towns in the County will also have these units. Working out the details now. 
-Bridgett Allen questioned if there could be a playground at the Trail Hub. Discussion held on this topic.
