3. WASTEWATER TREATMENT-UPDATE, NBRC GRANT 80/20% AWARD-The Town has received a grant from Northern Boarders. They will give $400,000.00 and the Town’s share is $100,000.00 for a total of ½ million. This grant is to advance the design. 

4. DPW-RES. TO REMOVE SCRIVER LANE FROM NYSDOT LOCAL HIGHWAY INVENTORY-

Motion to remove Scriver Lane as a Town owned road from the NYSDOT Local Highway inventory from the .25-mile marker to the .9-mile marker with the Town maintaining the road from Route 9 to the .25-mile marker offered by Councilperson Allott and seconded by Councilperson Bailey.     
-Councilperson Morris asked if that prevents the public from using that road and was explained that it is a private road so would probably have to get permission. The Supervisor explained that the road was legally abandoned in 1915. In 1995 it became a subject again and the Town’s Attorney Jim Dawson wrote an opinion letter upholding the 1915 abandonment. It became a subject again this year and again was deemed legally abandoned. This resolution just gets the road off the DOT list. Bruce Pushee asked about FEMA monies being used to repair this road after flooding. He was told the town fixed and the old culvert but did not receive FEMA funding for this.
